Complementary explanation for JBCE Membership
Financial Year 2026

1. Membership Eligibility (Art. 5 & 6)

JBCE membership is open to any company or association that is willing and qualified to support the

disinterested object of the association (Art. 5). All applicants must meet the following five conditions (Art. 6(b)):

(i) Legal constitution: The applicant must be a company or association legally constituted under the laws and
customs of its country of origin.

(ii) Japanese parentage: Member companies must be Japanese companies, European subsidiaries of
Japanese companies, or European companies in which a Japanese company holds more than 50% of the
voting rights. Member associations must represent the Japanese business community.

(iif) Expertise: Members must be able to support and contribute to JBCE's activities as defined in Art. 4 of the
Articles of Association.

(iv) European footprint: Members must be based or have an operations centre in Europe.

(v) Non-commercial use: Members must not directly share data, reports or information received through JBCE
for commercial advantage or monetary compensation.

2. Membership Process & Fee

e The annual membership fee is EUR 8,500 (financial year from April to March).
e Membership is open throughout the year. In the middle of the fiscal year it will be calculated on a monthly
basis.

Membership process:
1. To apply for JBCE membership, please fill out the Registration Form (with signature) and the Committees
Registration Sheet, and return both to the JBCE Secretariat.

2. Your application is reviewed and approved by the JBCE Board of Directors (approximately 1 week; Art. 6(c)
of the Articles of Association).

3. Upon approval, the JBCE Secretariat will send you the membership fee invoice and the Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU). Please sign and return one copy of the MoU.

4. Formal membership is activated upon receipt of the signed MoU and payment of the membership fee.

3. Memorandum of Understanding (MoU)

Upon approval by the Board of Directors, all new members are requested to sign the JBCE Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU). The MoU clarifies obligations regarding the non-commercial use of JBCE information and
confidentiality, in accordance with Art. 6 b.(v) of the Articles of Association. It does not create new obligations
beyond those already set out in the Articles of Association.

JBCE will attach a copy of the MoU to the annual membership fee invoice sent to all members in April as an
annual reminder. No re-signing is required.

4. Confidentiality

The JBCE Secretariat protects the confidentiality and privacy of members. Members shall not disclose
confidential information obtained in the course of their membership without the prior written consent of JBCE.




5. Withdrawal from JBCE membership

e A signed letter with the company logo must be sent to the JBCE Secretariat at least three months before
the withdrawal date.

e If received by the end of December of the previous year, no invoice will be sent for the following year.

e Withdrawal letters are accepted on the first day of each month. If received mid-month, payment is due for
three months from the following month (amount: EUR 8,500 x 3/12).
